November 9, 2009
Social Justice Award (Barney Banovac Recognition Award) 

This award is recognition for an individual who has excelled in the affiliate structure and/or the community of Oakville and District, in the area of Social Justice and the development of the United Way and our partnership. This person will have demonstrated leadership and community volunteer contribution.  This award is named after a brother who worked diligently to develop inclusion and the strengthening of the social safety net in the Oakville and District area.  

Women’s Activist Recognition Award 

This award will be presented to an individual who has demonstrated commitment, support and the development of Women and Women’s issues.  The award recognizes an individual who has displayed social activism and leadership in the trade union movement and/or the social justice community.

Political Action Recognition Award  

This award recognizes an individual who has demonstrated and lead in the advancement of the political voice of workers in the Oakville and District. This demonstrated leadership effort can be through an affiliate structured campaign, or an individual who in their independent actions and efforts have enhanced Labour’s  position at any/or all of the levels of government. 

Health and Safety Recognition Award 

This award recognizes the outstanding efforts and accomplishments of an individual who has demonstrated outstanding service and support for improving the work environment and the well being of the community and fellow workers.
